Supplementary Regulations

1. Authority of Event 

The event will be conducted under the ISC. (International Sporting Code) of FIA, the NCR (National Competition Rules) of CAMS, the National Rally Code, the Rallysprint Standing Regulations, NSW Competition Conditions these Supplementary Regulations and any further Regulations which may be issued, and approved by CAMS. This Event will be conducted under and in accordance with CAMS OH&S and Risk Management Policies, which can be found on the CAMS website at www.cams.com.au.

The Northern Beaches Handi Hire Rallysprint (S2 Multiclub Rallysprint) held in state forest herein after referred to as “the event” will be Round 3 of the NSW Rallysprint Series.

The CAMS Permit No is 215/2604/01 and will be displayed at the event.

3.	Event Headquarters.

(a) Directions to event headquarters/service park:
Driving north on Hwy, from Hungry Head Rd Turn off drive 1.7 km turn left onto Martells Rd
Driving South on Hwy, from Urunga Speed Camera only (south) drive 1.8 km turn Right onto Martells Rd
From the intersection of Martells Rd and Hwy drive 3.3 km to Gossips Rd turn right and then keep left at Y intersection continue with caution (NARROW  Rd 20km speed limit) 0.6 km to service park.
(b) Accommodation:
Camping space is available at the service park, however campers are required to be self-sufficient as there are no facilities onsite. Dogs are prohibited and fires must be contained within a fire drum or similar and are subject to fire restrictions.

6.  Competitor Eligibility

     The competitor must hold and produce to the secretary of the event prior to the close of documentation;
(a) A current minimum CAMS License of any grade.
(b) A current CAMS NSW affiliated car club Membership 

Vehicle Eligibility

 Competitors must supply a COPY of registration certificate or NSW Unregistered Vehicle Permit (UVP) at documentation

7.	Crew Eligibility

Crews shall comprise of two (2) members, one designated the Driver and one as the Co-Driver. The Driver may have up to 2 Co-Drivers. The Driver must compete in the one car throughout the event.

The Driver and Co-Driver must hold and produce to the Secretary of the Event prior to the close of documentation:
(a) A current minimum CAMS Clubman Rally License for the Driver.
(b) A CAMS Rally Navigator single event License as a minimum requirement. 
(c) A Cams Competitor Record Book.
(d) A current CAMS NSW affiliated Car Club Membership.                                                               
(e) A current civil driver’s license (Australian) for both Crew Members (not required if the Co-Driver has a Navigator only license)
 
Entries will be limited to 30 plus 5 reserves.  Should this number be exceeded then priority, in order of receipt, will be given to: 

1. NSW Rallysprint Series Registered Competitors 
2. Other Competitors.



Entries open on the 27th March 2015. Entry fee will be $260 for each entry (or $240.00 for 
Crews registered for the NSW Rallysprint Series), plus an additional $20 extra for second co-driver in accordance with 2015 NSW Rally Competition Conditions, Article 3.1. Personal accident insurance is included in the entry fee. For further insurance information refer to Appendix 1 of the current CAMS Manual of motor sport.

8.3	Phone entries will not be accepted.

8.4	Electronic entries will be accepted in accordance with NCR 81.  

8.5	Entries close at 6:00pm Monday 20/4/2015. 

8.6	Entries from competitors under the age if 18 years must be countersigned by a parent or guardian.  

8.7	The organizers may refuse an entry in accordance with NCR 83.

8.8 Late entries may be accepted at the discretion of the clerk of course with a late fee of $200.


9. Starting Order

9.1	Starting order will be referred to but not necessarily comply to the CAMS seeding list  A seeded list will be available from Wednesday 22/4/2015 6:00pm at www.rallynsw.com.au 

9.2	Competitors may at any time up to 7.30am on 26th April 2015, being close of documentation on the day of the Event change car or crew upon written notification to the organizers.

10. Event Format:
 
10.1 Competitors must start each section from a standing start under the vehicle’s own motive force and                              must complete the section without assistance from other vehicles in a reasonable time as determined by the Clerk of the Course or their nominee.  

10.2 A section will consist of one (1) timed lap of a course.

10.3 The event will consist of 1 course.  

10.4  The same course will be contested in two (2) directions.  

10.5 There may be three (3) sections in each direction. The first direction will be commencing at 8.45 am     and the reverse direction will commence at approximately 1.15pm.

10.6	There will be route instructions.  The finish will be indicated by a Red Flag Board indicating the finish. Cars will run in numerical order, starting at intervals of no less than two (2) minute.  It is the competitor’s responsibility to be ready on time and in order at the start of each run.  Any competitor failing to report to the start in the correct order will forfeit that run.

10.7	The results will be determined by adding together a competitor’s two (2) fastest times in each direction and the winner will be the person with the lowest aggregate time.  Each run will be timed and will be recorded to a minimum resolution of one-tenth of a second.

Reconnaissance: (Familiarisation)
[bookmark: _GoBack]There will be a course familiarisation at non-competitive speed under course car conditions before the start of the first direction, starting at 8.00am and finishing at 8.30am. And for the second direction it will be starting at 12.30pm and finishing at 1.00pm each driver can complete one (1) familiarisation run however no car will be allowed to start the familiarisation run after 8.30am for the first direction or 1.00pm for the second direction.

Pace notes:
Pace notes are permitted during the event. 

11. Competitor Apparel: 
      All competitors’ apparel must comply with schedule D in the current CAMS Manual of Motor Sport.

            Class C6 – vehicles that are not covered by the NRC eligibility but comply with Schedule R        
 	
NOTE: The Organisers may re-classify any vehicle if they believe it is not eligible for the class in which it has been entered.

13. Scrutiny Requirements: 
Vehicles to be eligible to compete in the event must comply with the minimum requirements as follows:

a) Cams Rallysprint Standing Regulations article 8 including but not limited to:

(i) Fire Extinguisher complying with Schedule H (paragraphs 4 & 5) fitted in the passenger compartment.
(ii) An effective silencer must be fitted at all times and noise emissions shall not exceed maximum levels as determined by CAMS from time to time.
(iii) The use of studded tyres is prohibited.
(iv) Mudflaps of stout material must be fitted behind all drive wheels and in the case of front wheel drive vehicles all four wheels.
(v) 2 Reflective triangles must be carried in the vehicle and be mounted in the passenger compartment.
(vi) A type A or B full harness seat belt complying with Schedule I is to be fitted for each crew member.
b) General Requirements of Automobiles Schedule A.
c) General Requirements of Automobiles Schedule B paragraph 1
(i) Fitted with two separate fastening systems on any front opening panel.
d) Event Specific Requirements:
(i) Vehicle must have on the external coachwork a blue triangle of sides 150mm minimum which indicate the position of the battery or isolation switch.
(ii) Rollover Protection complying with Schedule J Articles 2-11 (including a cross brace) must be fitted to all vehicles.
(iii) Vehicle must be registered or have a Current UVP Permitting use on public roads in NSW at the time of the event.
(iv) SOS and OK signs to be carried in all competing vehicles
	
e) Vehicle numbers will be provided and must be affixed to each side of the car.
f) Competitors and their vehicles must be presented in a clean and tidy manner.
g) Fuel must comply with Schedule G of the current CAMS Manual
h) All competition vehicles comply with Article 1 Schedule R.

Pre Event Scrutiny:

Regional Scrutiny is encouraged.  Competitors can attend a Regional Scrutineer no more than 7 days prior to the event.  If a Competitor chooses to attend Regional Scrutiny, they must take along a copy of these Supplementary Regulations and present them to the Regional Scrutineer.  The competitor then must present their Regional Scrutiny documentation to the Event Secretary at documentation verification at the event. Post event scrutiny for eligibility may be carried out at the finish of the event.  The organisers reserve the right to examine vehicles at any time during the event and to require compliance with the regulations before any offending vehicle can continue

18. Authority of Officials:

Competitors who do not follow any reasonable instruction from any Official during the event may be excluded at the discretion of the Stewards.

19. Medical Facilities: St John Ambulance will provide the medical services for the event.

20. Insurance: Public Risk Insurance is covered by the CAMS Permit for the event.

21. Personal Accident Contribution: is affected by the purchase of a CAMS License.

22. Protests: Any protests must be lodged in accordance with the NCR’s.

23. Postponement/Abandonment/Cancellation: The organisers reserve the right to abandon, cancel or   postpone the event in accordance with the NCR 59.

24. Penalties: As per Rallysprint Standing Regulations.

      25. Alcohol and Drugs: During any event, consumption of alcoholic beverages in the paddock, pits or any other portion of the competition venue under the control of the officials is expressly forbidden until all practice or competition activity is concluded for each day.  Any driver or crew member who is found to be affected by alcohol on the day of the event or practice therefore shall not be permitted to participate.  Refer NCR 145A and 145B of the CAMS Manual of Motor Sport.  In addition, the persons concerned will be subject to the articles of the Standard Operating Procedure for Alcohol Testing, the CAMS Anti-Doping Policy and the CAMS Illicit Drugs in Sport (Safety Testing) Policy.  Competitors, crews or officials may be randomly tested for alcohol by a CAMS Accredited Testing Official (CATO) or other drugs at any time during the event(s). 

           26. Other Prohibited Substances: the CAMS Anti-Doping Policy, as appears in the CAMS Manual of Motor Sport, and as amended from time to time, recognised as an integral component of the NCR and is duly authorised as such.  In any areas where the National Competition Rules and the CAMS Anti-Doping Policy conflict, the CAMS Anti-Doping Policy will apply.  Additionally, in any areas where the National Competition Rules and the CAMS Illicit Drugs in Sport (Safety Testing) Policy conflict, the CAMS Illicit Drugs in Sport (Safety Testing) Policy will apply.

 
27. Timing:
	The event will be timed using rally clocks and will be recorded to a minimum resolution of Tenth of a second. Backup timing will be timed using hand held clocks. In the event of timing equipment failure the backup time will be used. Re-runs will be permitted at the sole discretion of the Clerk of Course. Usually re-runs are only approved in the event of timing equipment failure.

28. Additions and/or Alterations:
	Any additions or alterations to the Supplementary Regulations will be notified to all competitors in 	final Supplementary Regulations (rallynsw website) or during the Crew Briefing.
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
